
Child Find Roles  

Early Childhood Special Educator (ECSE) – collects 
information from Preschool Teacher, gets information to 
team, has PWNCE signed and returned prior to meeting 

date, selects one day a month through coordinating with 
team members to hold evaluations, may engage with child 

during evaluation or may observe, completes evaluation 
report, submits Enrich forms for administrative approval – 

typically facilitates child find evaluation meeting 

 

Parent – Provides background 
information, answers team 

questions, signs permission, is 
provided with an explanation of 

the child find process, is 
supported as needed 

throughout the process 

 

School Psychologist – Serves as 
the Director Designee, observes 

child and interviews parent 
during child find – MAY facilitate 

meeting and may observe 
student prior to meeting 

 

Speech Language Pathologist – 
Engages with child throughout 

child find evaluation, collects data 
and performs assessments during 
evaluation, presents information 
to parent and develops goals if 
needed, may observe student 

prior to meeting 

Body of Evidence  

for educational impact 

Preschool Teacher – Gathers 
preliminary information, 

completes inventories and 
developmental check list, gets 

information to the ECSE  

 

Additional Service Providers – 
attend meeting for evaluation as 

needed, provide assessment 
results, supports play-based 

team evaluation
